☐   CICO   –   This is a program to help shape  student behavior in a positive manner.  3 - 4  goa ls are identified for student to work on  daily in each class and points are earned.   Student is paired with an adult who he/she  checks in with each morning.  Adult reviews  the goals on CICO sheet with student and  encourages them to have a good day.   Studen t gives this sheet to each teacher  who gives points for each goal.  Student  checks out with their adult at the end of  the day; total points earned are reviewed  and positive reinforcement given for efforts.   Student takes sheet home, shares with  parent, and   returns it the next day.   Counselor graphs progress and shares with  student.    Please list goals for this student:   1.   2.   3.   4.      ☐   Take a Break  –   This is a  preventative   strategy to be used when a student is  becoming upset; it is an opportunity for the  student to calm down and get back on  track.  Specifics of this are worked out with  teachers for each individual student.     ☐   Adult Mentor   –   This intervention is meant  to f oster positive relationships. Student is  paired with an adult mentor who is not in a  teaching, administrative or counseling role  with the student.  The mentor meets with  the student weekly for 15 minutes and  simply is interested and listens to the  student.  ☐ Think Sheets  –   This tool teaches students to  think through a conflict before responding.   Student is given blank think sheets and/or  teacher keeps them available in the room.   Student completes as situations arise and shares  later with their counselor.     ☐   Targeted Social Skills Group   –   These small  groups (up to 7 students) aim to teach students  alternative ways to deal with conflict.  They are  held 1x weekly for one class period and run for  8 weeks; groups are facilitated by one of the  counselors.     ☐   Home/School Behavior Plan  –   This plan puts  into place rewards and consequences for  school behavior.  It is created in cooperation  with the parent and reviewed every 6 - 8 weeks.     ☐   Social/Behavior Contract   –   This tool  strengthens the teacher/student relationship  with the goal of improving classroom behavior.   Teacher and student meet with a counselor to  develop; problematic behaviors, strategies and  consequences are identified, it is reviewed  every 2 - 4 week s.      ☐   Active  S upervision   –   This strategy  provides1:1adult supervision and teaching,   as  needed ,   to travel/work within the building .
